In the past year, several of you have
wondered whether Project Lifesaver
is available in Johnson County.
Bargersville Community Fire
Department is now working to bring
this program to our area.

Project Lifesaver is a program that
that helps locate missing persons
who have autism, Alzheimer’s,
dementia, etc. and are at risk of
wandering. Individuals wear a
wristband that emits a silent tracking
signal. A missing person is reported
via 911 and a trained search and
rescue team responds with tracking
equipment.  This technology can
