Indiana schools currently report 
1 in 101 children are diagnosed 

with an Autism Spectrum 
Disorder and last year it was 1 in 
116.  Applied Behavior Analysis 
( A B A )  i s  a n  i n t e n s i v e 
methodology that incorporates 
dozens of methodologies that 
have been proven and researched 
over the course of many 
years.  ABA should only be 
implemented by highly trained 
professionals or by people who 

are strictly supervised by highly 
trained professionals, such as 
Board Certified Behavior Analysts
